REGULATIONS OF THE INTERNATIONAL PROJECT COMPETITION
“YOUTH AND CLIMATE"

1. General Provisions

This Regulation defines the purpose, objectives, participants, procedure for
conducting, evaluation criteria, results of the competition, and the procedure for
awarding the International Competition of Environmental Projects “Youth and
Climate.” The competition serves to promote climate change, environmental
sustainability, and green initiatives among young people, as well as to support
innovative ideas.

The competition will be organized as an important part of the Global Youth
Festival of Digital “Green” Initiatives - 2025, which is planned to be held in the Aral
Sea region, in cooperation with the Youth Affairs Agency.

2. Goals and objectives

The goal is to draw young people's attention to climate change and
environmental problems, promote youth environmental initiatives at the
international level, identify, promote, support innovative and sustainable “green”
projects, and discover new talents.

Tasks:

- Strengthening environmental knowledge among young people in
Uzbekistan and abroad;

- Collection of practical projects aimed at solving environmental problems;

- Selecting the best projects and publishing them in the media, social
networks, and a special journal;

- Material and moral incentives for participants.

3. Organizers

Youth Affairs Agency, Ministry of Higher Education, Science and Innovation,
Academy of Sciences, Ministry of Ecology, Environmental Protection and Climate
Change, Ministry of Preschool and School Education.

4. Participants

- Youth of the member states of the Organization of Turkic States, the
Organization of Independent States, the Shanghai Cooperation Organization, and
the Cooperation Council of the Arab States of the Gulf (14-30 years old);

- individual foreign participants or collective (up to 2 people), individual up
to 20 for participants from Uzbekistan, collective up to 10;



- Participants with social, innovative, and environmental projects.

Participants can participate in several projects, but only one project is
accepted in the final evaluation.

6. Procedure for conducting the competition

6.1. Selection stages:

- Application submission (first stage): until May 8, 2025 (online);

- Evaluation process (second stage): May 10, 2025;

- Announcement of participants who have passed the qualifying stage (third
stage): May 11

- Training on preparing for presentations: May 15, 2025

- Final stage: May 16-17, 2025

6.2. Requirements for submission:

- Brief description of the project (300-500 words);

- Presentation explaining the project (PDF or PowerPoint, no more than 10
slides), Project problem and solution, goals and objectives, technological solution
and innovative aspects, implementation timeframe, market analysis (clients,
competitors), stages, team experience, etc.;

- Video, photo, or link can be added at will;

- Projects are submitted through Google Forms or another official platform.

7. Evaluation criteria

Projects are evaluated by a panel of judges based on the following criteria:

Relevance and depth of problem analysis - 20 points

Level of innovation and novelty - 20 points

Feasibility (realism) - 15 points

Social impact and promotion of youth participation - 15 points

Environmental effectiveness and sustainability - 15 points

Quality of visual and textual presentation of the project - 10 points

Project Reliable Defense Skill - 5 points



Total: 100 points

8. Results and awards

- At the qualifying stage (third stage), 2 individual projects or 2 collective
projects can be received from each country, up to 20 individual projects or up to
10 collective projects can be received for participants from Uzbekistan;

- The authors of the 10 best projects and 10 nominations will be awarded
valuable prizes from the organizers;

- The best projects will be published as a collection and presented to the
general public;

- Certificates will be issued to all participants (electronic or printed).

- Proposals for financing the best projects of local participants will be
submitted to the relevant state bodies by the Youth Affairs Agency

9. Copyright and liability

- The participants confirm that they are the authors of the projects and
create them independently;

- If plagiarism or the provision of false information is detected, the project
will be excluded from the competition;

- The organizers have the right to use the submitted projects for promotion,
magazines, and social networks.

10. Financial issues.

The organizers will cover the costs of accommodation, domestic transport
(including Tashkent-Nukus-Tashkent) and meals for foreign participants who
won in the qualifying stages of this competition, and the costs of international air
tickets will be covered at their own expense. The organizers will cover the costs of
accommodation, internal transportation, and meals of Uzbek participants in the
territory of the city of Nukus, arrival and return to the city of Nukus - at their own
expense.

11. Final Provisions

Final decisions on the organizational aspects of the competition are made
by the organizers, and cases not specified in the regulations are resolved in
agreement with the organizers.

This regulation, as well as the composition of the mentors and the jury for
conducting the qualifying and final stages, are approved by the Director of the
Youth Affairs Agency.
